Since ancient times it has been loved by many people as a hot spring sanatorium. It is a very attractive place 
for people who are looking for a quiet spot off the beaten track.

Youõll discover baths along the river and in 
the woods, in the center of town or 
overlooking mountain views, cave baths, 
rocky pools, wooden tubs, standing baths, 
mixed baths, historic baths, modern baths 
and more...

In this street, along the clear river, 
you can find shops where handmade 
soba (Japanese buckwheat noodles) 
is sold.

TateiwaSuigen

YoshiwaraKagurais sacred music and 
ritual dances from Japan. It was handed 
down from one generation to the next. 
After people stopped practicing this art 
form for a long time it was revived in 
1892 and it has been practiced ever since 
for more than 100 years now.

Doburoku is a home- brewed kind of Sake. 
Originally it was called òKusuó and it is said 
that the Japanese word for òmedicineó (kusuri) 
has derived from this. Doburoku includes live 
yeast and enzymes. So, it is a very nutritious 
drink. While you are here, you should at least 
try drinking this once in order to feel the true 
Japanese spirit.

Oshito Ishi
Hundreds of smaller and bigger rocks are located in the hills on the northern part of Mt. Asoõscaldera. 
The biggest of these rocks is called Oshito Ishi.
Petroglyphs were found around the side of this rock. So, it is believed that Sumerian sailors were utilizing 
this spot as a place for festivities. Even if you couldnõt be bothered with the historical importance of this 
site it is still a place very well worth visiting, as it will provide you with one of most breathtaking views in 
the entire Aso area

The Meoto Falls consists of two waterfalls, which are facing each 
other. They reflect the legend of the tragic love between a Samurai 
and a young woman from the village. Nowadays, many people 
visit this place to pray for a successful love life and to perpetuate 
their vow on one of the many hearts that can be found on the 
route towards the falls.

Meoto FallsOguni cedar
Oguni cedar trees dominate the beautiful landscape of Minamioguni. 
As Oguni cedar has become the symbol of Minamioguni it can also 
be found in the coat of arms of the town. To emphasize the 
importance of cedar trees in the area even more, the new town hall 
will be constructed entirely of cedar trees. 

Senomoto Plateau
Senomotoplateau stretches out over Minamioguni Town and Taketa
City (Oita Prefecture). It offers impressive views of the Kuju mountain 
range and Mt. Aso. On a good day you may be able to enjoy the 
magnificent view of Mt. Aso covered in a sea of clouds.

MazenoGorge
Rays of sunlight filtering through foliage are reflected in 
the clear water stream that runs through a thick forest of 
broad- leaved trees. The gorge maintains its authenticity 
and beauty throughout all four seasons of the year. 

Seiryuðno- mori
Beautiful and clear streams of water run through 
this enchanted forest. You can completely relax 
and clear your mind here while you walk for 
hours without bumping into any human beings.
